113. DECLARATION OF INTEREST
Cllr Mills declared personal interests in applications 1/0775/2019/FUL, 1/0779/2019/FUL and 1/0780/2019/LBC.  Cllr Brown declared an interest in all applications as “Dual Hatted” with Torridge District Council and in application 1/0775/2019/FUL as she donated some of her District Councillor’s funds to the Kingsmead Play Park Working Group. 
Cllr Brown explained that she would abstain from voting as she sits on the Planning Committee at Torridge District Council.
114. THE AGENDA WAS AGREED BETWEEN PART “A” AND PART “B” (Confidential and Restricted Information)

PART A

115. CONSIDERATION OF THE FOLLOWING PLANNING APPLICATIONS RECEIVED:
a. 1/0775/2019/FUL – Installation of children’s play park adventure trail: Playground at Kingsmead Drive, Torrington Devon
Members considered carefully the representations made to them during the meeting by members of the public, alongside the planning documents provided.  Members felt the adventure trail will be an asset to the estate and shows investment in local children.  In addition, it was felt that the demographics of the estate will likely change over time from being primarily retirees to families with young children who would then benefit from using it.  Overall it was felt that the concerns regarding misuse by older children should not be a problem for this particular site and this is an issue which should be dealt with through other avenues.  Cllr Strode commented that she has seen similar developments in London which have not detrimentally impacted on surrounding trees or hedgerows.  Cllr Ford queried whether it had been considered to incorporate the trail into the part of the play area in which there is already established play equipment.  
Cllr Strode proposed no objections to the application, Cllr Davey seconded the proposal.  Members took a vote: 4 in favour; 2 abstentions. Outcome: NO OBJECTIONS.
b. 1/0779/2019/FUL – Use of 1st Floor Market Hall and 14 South Street as a museum (Class D1).  Extension of roof and internal alterations (Follow up to previously approved application 1/0576/2016/FUL): Great Torrington Heritage Museum, 14 South Street, Torrington, Devon
Cllr Ford proposed no objections to the application, Cllr Davey seconded the proposal.  Members took a vote: 4 in favour; 2 abstentions.  Outcome: NO OBJECTIONS.

c. 1/0780/2019/LBC – Use of 1st Floor Market Hall and 14 South Street as a museum (Class D1).  Extension of roof and internal alterations (Follow up to previously approved application 1/0576/2016/FUL): Great Torrington Heritage Museum, 14 South Street, Torrington, Devon

Cllr Ford proposed no objections to the application, Cllr Davey seconded the proposal.  Members took a vote: 4 in favour; 2 abstentions.  Outcome: NO OBJECTIONS.

d. 1/0854/2019/FUL – Raising roof height to accommodate a two bedroom flat over existing garage/workshop: N&P Tyres, 3 Gas Lane, Torrington, Devon
Cllr Mills proposed no objections to the application, Cllr Strode seconded the proposal.  Members took a vote: 5 in favour; 1 abstention. Outcome: NO OBJECTIONS.
